Be sure to drink plenty of water, avoid alcohol, caffeine,
and strenuous exercise for the first several days, and arrive
a day or more early to have time to adapt, especially if you
plan to be hiking and climbing.

Sun Protection

You’re closer to the sun. Prepare to cover up
or use some sort of sun block. At these
heights, with thinner air, you’ll be grateful you
protected yourself.

Marijuana

Colorado legalized the recreational use and sale of
marijuana, yet that doesn’t make it allowed everywhere.

Before assuming anything, contact the camp-
ground’s office to learn of their policy. Some
are very strict, while others treat it similar to
smoking cigarettes or drinking alcohol.

If consumption is your desire, ask the park of their policy
before you book your campsite (remember, some camp-
grounds impose a cancellation fee).

You should also know that the law doesn’t permit consump-
tion “openly and publicly.”

Wildfires

Go ahead! Take in the spring, autumn and winter festivals,
the less crowded trails, and some snowy adventures like
snowshoeing, snowmobiling, cross country skiing, and
even downhill skiing.

Many Colorado campgrounds are open all year, with
perhaps limited services yet still catering to the needs of
those who travel in the off-seasons.

Off-season camping offers a long list of tremendous experi-
ential variations:

* Less congestion
* Earlier sunsets
* Cooler temperatures

* GColorful nature displays
* Cozier campfires
* Longer hours to stargaze

Road Conditions

Towing a trailer or driving a motorhome on
steep mountain roads requires being
prepared for the unexpected. Colorado is
mostly rural, and much of it is mountainous,
often at high elevations and with wildlife. Be prepared!

Roads may be closed due to wind, hail, snow, ice, acci-
dents, and of course construction. Monitor CoTrip.org for
current road conditions or call 511 (out of state callers:
303-639-1111).

You can encounter snow nearly any month of the year.

Colorado has a Traction Law that’s enforced

during inclement weather. The law is fully

enforced on |-70 between Dotsero and

Morrison from September through May.

Obey the local-most fire restrictions! That might be the
campground office. On public land, it'’s usually decided by
the county or city.

Wildfires can occur and spread quickly. Be alert! Have an
gscape plan.

Campfires aren’t necessarily a given in Colorado. Dry
conditions and strong winds can lead to burn bans. These
bans are set by local jurisdictions of authority.

An average of 1.2 million acres of U.S. woodlands burn
every year, and more than 4 out of every 5 wildfires are
caused by people.

Wildfires have been known to burn for weeks or months,
causing evacuations to last just as long, so please heed
this list of nevers:

* Never discard a lit cigarette, regardless of how close to
the filter it has burned; extinguish it completely.

* Never leave a campfire burning or smoldering; extinguish
it completely before walking away.

* Never light a campfire without first consulting the camp-
ground staff, even if a fire ring is in place.

* Never toss a lit cigarette out of a car window.

Spring comes gradually in the state since it arrives earlier in the
eastern half and considerably later in the higher elevations. Drive
from Denver to Leadville in April and you’ll see everything from
blossoms to packed snow.

Autumn begins in August in the highest elevations and ends near
Thanksgiving in other regions.

There’s an expansive network of trails waiting for you. Gear
up and go discover Colorado’s magnificently beautiful and
pristine backcountry.

With the COTREX app you can track your experience. Study
them ahead of time based on the allowed uses (hiking,
biking, OHV, snowmaobiling, ATV, horseback, etc.), and then
make your plans.

The program uses data from over 200 land managers, so
it's the most comprehensive trails guide of our glorious
state. These trails are primarily recreational and are legally
traversed by the general.

Explore Colorado’s wide-open outdoors and track your
treks with COTREX. Visit trails.colorado.gov and download
the app.

Don’t Move Firewood

“Don’t risk starting a new infestation of an invasive insect
or disease. You have the power to save trees.

“Don’t take firewood with you on your camping trip, RV
adventure, or up to your hunting camp. Don’t bring
firewood back from your second home to your place in the
suburbs.

“Don’t bring it with you on your scout’s camping trip.
Instead, buy it where you'll burn it, or gather firewood on
site when permitted.” (DontMoveFirewood.org)

0 1 KNOW BEFORE YOU GO

This land really is your land.

Our state and federal agencies

Learn about and respect
the spaces we all own, share and sing about.

Stay back from the pack. Find your way to less-visited
and off-peak destinations to minimize down time and
maximize your connection with special places.

Bring along reusable water bottles or hot drink tumblers
to limit waste and stay hydrated in our dry climate.

0 2 STICK TO TRAILS

With 39,000 marked trails and 13,000
designated campsites, there’s no need
to venture beyond. By sticking to these
areas and camping at least 200 feet from
lakes, rivers and streams, you're helping
natural areas stay natural.

Even though shortcuts can be tempting,
please don't take them. A few extra strides on the path
will protect plants and the homes of the true locals.

0 3 LEAVE IT ASYOU FIND IT

Leave plants, rocks and historical items as you find them
so others experience the joy of discovery.

Any of our 750 different species of wildflowers will live
forever in a photo. Snap away, but only with a camera.

Colorado is beautiful all on its own.
Building structures or campsites on
public land isn't cool. Keep it pristine
for everyone to enjoy.

Treat all living things with respect.
Carving or hacking plants and trees
may kill or disfigure them.

04 TRASH THE TRASH

Pack it in, pack it out. Or pick it up to
leave a place better than you found it.
Put litter, even crumbs, peels and cores
in your nearest waste/recycling bin.

Wash yourself, your dog or whatever else needs cleaning
at least 200 feet from waterways, and use biodegradable
soap. A bubble bath is no treat for fish.

05 BE CAREFUL WITH FIRE m
Colorado’s low humidity has perks, but can %

create dry, dangerous conditions. Keep campfires small
and manageable to avoid sparking wildfires.

When putting out a fire, water it until you can handle the
embers. Never let a fire burn unattended.

Use care when smoking in Colorado’s dry climate.
Always put cigarettes out completely, and don't leave
your butts behind.

Always check for local fire restrictions.

0 6 KEEP WILDLIFE WILD

Colorado is home to tens of thou-
sands of furry, scaly and feathered
creatures. To keep them — and
you — safe, don't approach them.

It is not adorable to feed wild animals.
You could alter natural behaviors,
exposing them to predators or even euthanasia.

Keep your furry buddies leashed when enjoying
dog-friendly trails, and pack out their waste.
All the way to a trashcan.

07 SHARE OUR TRAILS & PARKS

Chances are you're not out in nature
to people watch, so try out the
lesser-known paths and sites.

Silence your cell phone before
stepping into nature, and speak softly
without using the speaker function.

Be considerate when passing others
on the trails and yield to the uphill hiker and biker — they
need the momentum.

Listen to nature. Keep your voice and music soft so all
can enjoy the peace of Colorado.
